The former duo
made its presence felt in the
concluding set though. Ser-
vices raised the bar even
when fielding virtually its se-
cond string.

After conceding two sets,
down 23-24 in the fourth and
teetering on the brink of de-
feat, Karnataka sprang back
27-25, forcing a decider on
